Qualifications. All instructors will have their details annotated on the JSATF(A).  Only those qualified to instruct will do so and logbooks/course certificates will be checked by the ECO prior to the commencement of any AT.  

11.
Wet Weather Plan. In the event of bad weather, the ECO will make arrangements for alternative activities whilst in location. It is likely that in inclement weather the hill walking and mountain biking will still take place, but that climbing may have to be postponed and extra hill walking is instead conducted. In essence, the weather is very variable in the Lake District and all weather plans will be made using accurate weather data. Activities will be tailored to the conditions and may be stopped completely for safety reasons.   

SERVICE SUPPORT
12.
Dress. The dress throughout is civilian clothing. All personnel are to deploy on Ex TR in clean and presentable adventurous training clothing. A detailed kit list is contained at Annex C which outlines the requirement for specific activities. 
13.
Specialist equipment.  Specialist equipment will be provided for each activity and will be the responsibility of the instructor. Equipment will come from the following sources:

14.
Personal funds. Soldiers are advised to bring a small amount of personal spending money, should a visit to a local café be conducted in inclement weather. However, this is optional and all food will be provided through CILOR.

15.
Accommodation and Feeding. All messing will take place at LGFC through funding from CILOR. Accommodation will be provided for a maximum capacity of 22 at any one time. CILOR will be controlled by SSgt X/ Cpl Y. ALL RECEIPTS ARE TO BE RETAINED. LGFC have offered to source a hog roast at a cost of £395, which feeds 40, currently we’re planning to have a social on the Tuesday evening, Cpl Y will investigate interest in the hog roast.
16. Administration. SSgt X/ Cpl Y will provide administration support throughout the Ex.

17.
Medical.  The following med plan will be enforced:
a.
First aid kits will be carried by each instructor. 

b.
Minor injuries will be dealt with on scene and then recorded on MOD form 510.  An INCREP will be compiled as per Annex D to AGAI Volume 1, Chapter 11.  If the accident is training related LAIT will be informed.  

c.
All major medical emergencies will be dealt with via civilian authorities (112 / 999).  

d.
West Cumberland Hospital is the closest Hospital in case of any emergencies, located 12 miles away from the Field Centre. 
18.
Mobile Phones.  All instructors must carry a mobile phone.  In the event of a major incident, civilian authorities must be contacted.  All instructors are advised to use the 112 emergency number as, being a digital service, it has the ability to pin point the location of your mobile phone, making it easier for the emergency services to track your location.  Mountain Rescue can only be tasked via a call to 112/ 999. 

19.
ES.  All recovery procedures will follow those laid down in the ATUD for military roadside assistance. 
20.
Power.  Power charging facilities for laptops/mobile phones are available at LGFC. Individuals are reminded that laptops and other electrical goods are to be taken only at the owner’s risk. Personnel are reminded that  signal can be intermittent.

21.
POL. Three fuel cards will be taken. These cards will be collected and controlled by Cpl Y.

22.
Comms.  All comms on the Ex will be via mobile phones.  A contact list will be handed to all instructors once in location at LGFC. 

23.
Fire Action.   On arrival at LGFC, a fire drill will be conducted upon arrival to ensure all individuals know the muster areas and routes to the fire assembly points. NCOs will be appointed to be responsible for each accommodation block.  

24.
Bedding.  All exercising troops, including DS, will be required to bring sleeping bags and a pillow for the duration of the stay. Padlocks are also recommended to lock any valuables in the lockers provided in the rooms.  
25.
Risk Assessments.  A generic risk assessment has been completed as part of the JSATF(A) and can be found at Annex D. This risk assessment will be read and signed by all instructors prior to the commencement of any AT. Furthermore all instructors will be required to conduct a specific risk assessment prior to the conduct of any AT.

26.
Personal Insurance.  All personnel are reminded of the value of having kit and personal accident insurance.  Whilst every effort will be made to ensure security of personal kit in LGFC, it is impossible to eliminate all risk and personnel are advised to have kit insurance. Further to this, AT carries with it a certain amount of risk which is inherent to each specific activity. Every effort has been made to reduce this in the risk assessments.
